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Student Passwords Change this Year
Grades 7-12:

For students to log into computers and get to their
home directory, the passwords will now match their
PowerSchool password. This includes:

PC’s — when they type in information to the
opening Novell login screen

iBooks — Please see full instructions on page 2

Most students in middle and high school have
logged into PowerSchool at some point. However,
the passwords are rather random and difficult to
remember. For example: “5X35B” (Passwords are
not case sensitive). Many students may have
forgotten theirs over the summer.

Schools must decide how to distribute this

information to the students. Some suggestions are:

¥ include the information in an opening day
packet

¥ provide lists to homeroom or coaching teachers
to give to students

Teachers can access student’s passwords by logging
into PowerSchool, clicking on the backpack of the
student’s class, and looking at each student’s
demographics. Under “Locker Number”, they will
see the student’s password.

These passwords can no longer be changed. The
PowerSchool password is now the default password
for all student software logins. This includes any
future software that students may log into. If a
student’s password is changed in iManager, it will
not change the PowerSchool password and will not
reflect in any future software logins.

Grades K-5:

Student passwords for grades K-5 will all be the
same (except Lyseth and Reiche which Jay will
configure with the BTCs.) This is not different from
last year. Student passwords cannot be changed.
This is different from last year. ML
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Staff moves:

CTS has had a flurry of requests to “move” staff
members from one school to another, etc. Please be
aware this is a formal step. Each staff person has a
group identity on the network (Novell) and in
PowerSchool. There are characteristics of this
identity which flow downward. It’s not just the
email lists. CTS staff need to make all the changes
at once if possible. The information should come
from your new building’s office, preferably as soon
as your move is finalized. JM
